Electronic Project MartinWatch Data Sheet

This electronic data sheet was designed to make participation in Project Martinwatch simpler and easier.  Download the Excel file (there are two; one for PC users and one for Mac users) and use it to record your nest check data.  Once the nesting season is over, email it back to the PMCA at sallie@purplemartin.org.  The form follows the current Project Martinwatch format.

The columns for Housing Type, Cavity Type, and Male/Female Age are drop-down menus:  select the correct option (to view the codes to use, scroll to the right side of the form).  The columns for Projected Hatch Date and Earliest Possible Fledge Date are locked.  These dates will be calculated for you once you enter in the Date First Egg is Laid and the Total Number of Eggs.  Columns J-AH are reserved for your nest check records; dates can be entered at the top of each column under the heading “Date of nest check”.  At the end of the season, add up the Hatch # and Fledge #.  No need to recalculate Egg #; since you already filled in the Total # of Eggs Laid (Column F) in order to calculate hatch and fledge date—the form copies this data over for you. Please remember to include your name, site location, and any other information about your site in the body of your email when you send it back to the PMCA at the end of the season.
